All proceeds benefit the Museum’s many educational programs. These programs include guided tours for school children and adults, gallery talks and demonstrations, and lectures and workshops. The Museum also offers an 
off-site program for schools, Senior Centers, libraries and community groups with their Travel Trunks, mini-museums with hands-on objects and activities on a variety of topics.


This benefit was first held in conjunction with an Appraisal Event in the Fall of 2006. Eighteen artists donated 22 chairs decorated in a wide variety of media. Museum staff, docents and volunteers contributed decorated chairs, as well as Brookdale Community College Art department faculty, and members of the community.
