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MARSH MEDITATIONS

A Celebration of the Hamilton-Trenton Marsh

with works by the Princeton Artists Alliance

LINCROFT, NJ – The Monmouth Museum will open an exhibition on May 4, 2007 in the Main Gallery of works by artists from the Princeton Artists Alliance titled Marsh Meditations -  A Celebration of the Hamilton-Trenton Marsh with works by The Princeton Artists Alliance.

The exhibition originated at The Gallery at Bristol-Meyers Squibb near Princeton and was curated by Kate Somers. A unique urban wetland, the Hamilton-Trenton Marsh supports a diverse habitat of plants and wildlife. In addition to its significant natural resources, the area has a rich historical and archeological background as home to Lenape Indians some 6,000 years ago. 
Mary Leck, Professor of Biology, Emeritus, at Rider University, shared her knowledge with walking tours in the Marsh for the PAA artists early on in the project. Ms. Somers writes, “Marsh Meditations is a panoply of Marsh visions. Each artist used a medium that best expressed a personal vision of or an idea about the Marsh. Some of the artists focused their attention on elements of the landscape, while other artists used the history of the Marsh as a point of departure to create their original works. Whatever the source of inspiration, nature and artist have had a spirited collaboration.”  A variety of media are represented in the exhibition including watercolor, oil, handmade paper, wood, clay, assemblage sculpture, digital photography, and mixed media.

The Princeton Artists Alliance was launched in 1989 by artist Charles McVicker, a current member. Beginning with five artists, the group today is composed of twenty three artists, each contributing uniquely to the success of this now well-known and highly exhibited group of artists.
